A RESOLUTION OF THE WHITEHALL TOWN COUNCIL TO PLACE A TOWN
MUNICIPAL SERVICES LEVY FOR PUBLIC SAFETY ON A BALLOT DURING
GENERAL ELECTION

WHEREAS, a request has been made to the Whitehall Town Council that the
Council submit to the electors of the Town of Whitehall the question of whether or not to
levy an additional tax of up to 30 mills per year for the purpose of providing additional
funding for law enforcement and the Whitehall Fire Department.

WHEREAS, a public meeting was held and public comment heard on June 8, 2020
and July 13, 2020, on whether or not to submit the question of a levy for an additional tax
of up to 30 mills per year for the purpose of providing additional funding for law
enforcement and the Whitehall Fire Department; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Whitehall will hold a General Election on November 3,
2020, as required by 13-1-101 (2) MCA,; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Whitehall has approved Resolution 2020-6 to conduct the
general election by mail ballot; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Whitehall wishes to have the Municipal Services Special
Levy placed on the ballot in the November 3, 2020 election; and

WHEREAS, it appears to be in the public interest to submit the question of a levy
of an additional tax of up to 30 mills per year for the purpose of providing additional
funding for law enforcement and the Whitehall Fire Department to the Jefferson County
Elections Administrator in order to place the question in the following form of a mail-out
ballot:

TOWN OF WHITEHALL MUNICIPAL SERVICES SPECIAL LEVY FOR PUBLIC
SAFETY

Shall the Town Council be authorized to impose an increase in local taxes to increase its
mill levy by 30 mills per year in order to raise approximately FIFTY THOUSAND
DOLLARS ($50,000.00) for the purpose of providing additional funding for law
enforcement and the Whitehall Fire Department?

Passage of this proposal will increase the taxes on a home with a market value of
$100,000 by approximately $40.50 and on a home with a market value of $200,000 by
approximately $81.50. The durational limit of the levy is permanent once approved by
the voters.
